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Introduction

This report is a visual summary of the perceptions of the 479 VSU graduate students who
completed their degrees during the 2004-2005 academic year and returned the Valdosta State
University Graduate Exit Questionnaire. There were 682 graduates total, creating a 70% return rate.
It is anticipated that these results will be used by colleges and departments as one indicator of the
effectiveness of the University's programs and services.
